A GREEN or BARE COPPER wire is the "Ground". In older buildings it is always good practice to reconfirm the polarity of the wiring.

DO NOT SEPARATE ANY OTHER WIRES THAT MAY BE IN THE BOX. DO NOT DAMAGE THE INSULATION OF OLDER WIRING.

3. Fasten the ground wire to the green or bare copper wire
in the outlet box or to the green screw on the crosshar.

4. Fasten the white fixture lead to the white wire in the outlet box.
Fasten the wires together with an approved fastener (wire nut). Starting about 1' below the fastener, tightly wrap
the connection with electrical tape so that the connection seals the end of the fastener.

Make sure that there is no exposed wire or strands that
could cause a dangerous short circuit !

5. Connect the black fixture lead to the black wire in the outlet box. Fasten the joined wires as in step 4.
6. Place the canopy of the fixture over the screws and against the ceiling.

Adjust the screws so that they extend 3/16" beyond the canopy

of the fixture. Lock the hex nuts against the mounting ring.

7. Place the sealing washer and the hood onto the socket. Fasten them using the socket ring.

8. Install the lamps (light bulbs). NOTE: This fixture is rated for Max 100 watt, type A lamp.
